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controls the clock’s time and rings
a bell once an hour from 8 am to
8 pm each day.

The clock is now illuminated
and can be seen at night, as the indi-

viduals who built it in 1896 intended.

According to Doug McGrath,
Director of General Services, the
renovation preserved an important
part of the Hospital’s original design
and identity. “It’s great to be able to
have a unique facility of this vintage
still serving its original purpose of
teaching and healing,” he says.

5. TAKE OUR DAUGHTERS AND
SoNs 10 Work Day
NewYork-Presbyterian/Allen Pavil-
ion was one of many Hospital sites
that welcomed employees children
on Take Our Daughters and Sons
to Work Day last April. The day
enables children to spend time at
their parents’ workplaces, learning
more about their jobs and about

career opportunities for themselves.

After organizing Take Our
Daughters to Work Day for 10
years, the Ms. Foundation for
Women launched Take Our
Daughters and Sons to Work Day
in 2003 to broaden the discussion
about the competing challenges of
work and family.

6. ART PROVIDES AN OUTLET
The walls of Cooper Union’s Great
Hall were brightened last March 28
with art created by young patients
from NewYork-Presbyterian/Weill
Cornell and other hospitals
throughout the city. The young-
sters were participants in “Express
Yourself,” an event that the Naomi
Cohain Foundation’s ArtWorks
program sponsors to celebrate “the
creative spirit of children and
young adults who suffer from
severe and chronic illnesses.”
Attendees admired the children’s

art, dance, poetry, and music. “It
was impressive,” one observer said.
“The kids were doing a lot of won-
derful, upbeat things.”

One of ArtWorks' goals is to raise
funds to help implement creative art
therapy programs in hospitals that
lack funds to support them.

7. PREVENTION THROUGH
PosTErs
The Injury Prevention Committee
and Trauma Services at NewYork-
Presbyterian created a series of
posters to remind their viewers of the
possible pitfalls in ordinary activities.
Titled “Bathe Safely,” “Play Safely,”
“Drive Safely,” and “Walk Safely,”
the posters are on view in public
areas at NewYork-Presbyterian/Weill
Cornell, NewYork-Presbyterian/
Columbia, and the Morgan Stanley
Children’s Hospital.
